I did not lose my capacity for work.

I did not lose my intelligence.

I did not lose my discipline or my ability to build.
I lost my willingness to operate without authority.
For a long time, I mistook this for something else. Burnout. 
Fatigue. Loss of motivation. A season of recalibration. A necessary 
pause. All of those explanations were elegant. None of them were 
accurate.
What actually happened was simpler and more exacting.
I became aware faster than I was willing to decide.
This book begins where awareness is no longer sufficient.
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Chapter 1
Work Is the Arena
Work is not separate from consciousness.

It is where consciousness is tested.
In work, time does not wait. Consequences are real. Decisions 
accumulate. Things either move or they do not. There is 
nowhere to hide in abstraction for long.
That is why power problems show up in work first.
I did not withdraw from work because I stopped caring. I 
withdrew because work had become the place where authorship 
was being demanded without being claimed.
My system refused to continue as labor without command.
That refusal was not laziness. It was not failure. It was not 
pathology.
It was a demand for authority.
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Chapter 2

Movement precedes meaning.

IV. Authority Hierarchy
Decision outranks emotion.
